Although Guilherme communicates reasonably well with sustained
stress and intonation patterns, some pronunciation is unclear, eg.
dessert / desert, and some place names are unclear.

He demonstrates persuasive techniques reasonably well and recognises
and responds to the examiner’s feelings and attitudes. However, there
is not a wide range of lexis and grammar of the level.

Guilherme presents ideas reasonably well and in a logical sequence,
narrating some events from his own experience in the past, although
the structure could have been made clearer.
